(Primary), Zilla Parishad Pune, confer provisional approval for three
years and accreditation to Novel Institute of Business Management and
Research, Pune operated by Novel International School, G.P. 193,
Tharmax near Chauka, Pimpri-Chinchwad, Pune - 19 UDISE
27252002705 for Std. I to Std. VIII for duration from Dt. 1st April 2022
to 31st March 2025.




The aforementioned approval and accreditation is subject to the

fulfillment of following conditions:

. The duration of approval and accreditation shall not be extended and

it shall not be binding to provide accreditation and affiliation beyond
Std. VIII.

. School shall strictly adhere to the provisions of Right of Children to

Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009’ (Annexure 1) and the
‘Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011’
(Annexure 2).

. The school shall provide admission to children from weaker sections

and deprived sections in the first standard up to 25% capacity of that
standard and provide them with free education till completion of
primary education. However, it shall be noted that this proportion
must be implemented for pre-primary standards, too.

. The children notified in Paragraph 3 shall receive reimbursement as

per section 12 (2) of the school’s act. The school shall be provided a
separate bank account in order to receive this reimbursement.

. Society/School shall not recover any capitation fee and shall not force

any child or his/her parents or guardians for any type of scrutiny.

. Any child shall not be denied admission to school due to lack of age

proof, religion, caste or race, place of birth or any of the reasons
above.

. (1) None of the children who has been given admission in school shall

be retained in the same standard or expelled from school until

completion of his primary education.

(2) None of the children shall be tortured physically or mentally.

(3) None of the children shall be required to pass examination of
any board till the completion of primary education.

(4) Every child that has completed primary education shall be
issued certificate as prescribed under Rule 23.

(5) Handicapped/specially disabled students shall be included in
the school as per provisions of act.
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(6) The candidates having acquired the qualification as prescribed
under section 23(1) of the Act, shall be recruited as teachers.
However, the teachers, who don’t have required qualification as
on the start date of the act, shall be required to acquire the
minimum qualification within 5 years of service.

(7) The teachers shall discharge their duties as prescribed under
section 21(1) of the act. And

(8) The school shall ascertain that teachers don’t involve
themselves in private tuitions. The school shall implement the
curriculum based on the syllabus prescribed by appropriate
authority.

8. The school shall implement the curriculum based on the syllabus

prescribed by appropriate authority.

9. As prescribed in section 19 of the act, students shall be allotted

admission in school based on the available facilities.
10. As prescribed in section 19 of the act, the school shall adhere to the
standards and norms. The facilities available in school during last
